Parcel Maps

Nick, representing the Conservation Commission, attended the meeting to express the Conservation Commission’s support in updating the Town’s Parcel Maps. Dot asked the Planning Commission to support the idea of updating the Parcel Maps and to have Jack sign the document, in order to present the idea to the Selectboard.
