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SELECTBOARD MEETING

November 8, 2004

Attending: Bob Withey, Randy Fitch, Nedene Martin, Paul Hannan, Dot Naylor, Peter Harvey and Rose Pelchuck.  Cy Lamberton was absent.

Actions:


Approval of the October 25th Meeting Minutes – Randy Fitch made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 4-0.


East Montpelier Fire Department Facilities Steering Committee – As EMFD Fire Chief, John Audy, stated at the August 30th Selectboard meeting, they are forming a steering committee to devise a needs assessment looking at options to replace Station 2 and would like two people from Calais on the committee.  Bob Cleary, owner of the Maple Corner Store, and Dave Parah, former Swanton volunteer firefighter for 15 years, have agreed to represent Calais on this committee.  Randy Fitch made a motion to appoint Bob Cleary and Dave Parah to the EMFD Facilities Steering Committee.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 4-0.


Amendment(s) to the Policy For Use of the Town Office Building – The Selectboard approved a Policy for the Use of the Town Office Building at it’s regular meeting on September 27, 2004.  The Selectboard postponed action on any amendments since Cy Lamberton was absent this evening.  Bob Withey, Chair, encouraged the other Selectboard members to write up any proposed language changes and bring it to the next meeting.


Other Business – Bob Withey reported on the need for someone to clean the new town office building this winter, especially the floors.  The Selectboard agreed to allow Eva Morse, Town Clerk, to hire someone to clean about once a week.  

Bob Withey also reported the Warning for the public hearing on December 6th will be in the Time Argus this week and he will be posting the Warning in the usual locations (village stores and Town Clerk’s Office).  Jonathan Lange provided Bob with a copy of a former invitation to attend the public hearing and the key changes summary.  Jonathan reportedly feels very strongly that this should be mailed out to townspeople along with the Calais District Zoning Map.  Bob Withey asked Peter Harvey to give the list of key changes to the Planning Commission to check over all the section references for accuracy.

Agway has connected the propane to the emergency generators at the town office building and the elementary school.  

Paul Hannan reported on a recent conference he attended and discussion surrounding “ancient roads”.  Paul reported when these old roads are discovered, they are considered Class 4 roads and that old roads legally exist until the Town throws them up.  A bill, proposed during the last legislative session to address this issue, didn’t come to fruition.  Paul is reasonably sure another bill will be proposed during the next legislative session, which will include a window of time for towns to either acknowledge these old roads or that they will disappear.

Nedene Martin asked for the list of townspeople serving in appointed positions and the expiration date of the terms.  Randy Fitch is working on this.

Conservation Commission still has a vacancy.
