Actions:


Approval of the June 26th Meeting Minutes – Action tabled until the next meeting.


Curb Cut Permit Application – Paul Hannan reported Tim Howe’s Application for Access & Right of Way Permit on East Hill Road would come before the Selectboard at a later date.  Tim will make his case before the Development Review Board first then come back to the Selectboard.


Contract for Rewriting Historic District Design Review Guidelines – Peter Harvey, Historic Preservation Commission Chair, provided the Selectboard members with a copy of the contract with John Johnson, Historic Preservation Consultant, to rewrite the Design Review Guidelines.  The contract includes a signed agreement with the State since they administer the federal grant money.  The total contract, for $3,000.00 to hire John Johnson, will be paid for by the federal grant funds and in-kind donations from the Historic Preservation Commission members.  The Selectboard will review the contract and take action at the next meeting.  


Legal Services General Authorization for the Zoning Administrator – Paul Hannan reported occasionally the Zoning Administrator needs legal advice on a particular incident.  Attorney Joe McLean charges about $150.00 per hour.  Nedene Martin made a motion to authorize the Zoning Administrator, Dorothy Naylor, to obtain legal services up to one hour per violation and to seek prior approval with Paul Hannan, Selectboard Chair.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


WEC Pole Location Permit Application – The Selectboard reviewed an application from Washington Electric Co-op for new electrical service for Jim Fortin on Moscow Woods Road.  The Road Commissioner looked at the site and had no particular concerns.  Nedene Martin made a motion to approve the WEC Pole permit application as presented.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


Other Business

a) Right-of-way encroachment issue on Collar Hill Road – Nedene Martin had nothing new to report.
b) Schedule future updates from committees / appointees – John Brabant reported on a recent conversation he had with Liz at Central Vermont Solid Waste Management District (CVSWMD) about the Town of Calais’ interest in some State owned property on Route 14 as a potential new recycling depot.  John will follow up the Town’s recent letter to the State by calling Ernie Englehardt about the status of the property on Route 14.  CVSWMD will begin hauling their own recyclables instead of Casella Waste Management.  The Selectboard agreed to ask Bill Powell, our rep on the CVSWMD board, to attend the next meeting. 
c) Moscow Woods Road has reopened with no weight restrictions.  Don Singleton has been checking the road and noted slight movement but nothing to worry about.  Nedene Martin referenced the Vermont Local Roads Program Handbook regarding posted speed limits on town roads.  Nedene agreed to make copies of the information for the Selectboard members.
d) Curtis Pond Dam update – Denise Wheeler had nothing new to report.
e) Board of Civil Authority – The Board of Civil Authority met earlier this evening and Paul Hannan reported Joan Harding submitted a letter of resignation since she no longer lives full time in Calais.  Each major political party gets to have three members on the board.  Denise Wheeler will research the process for appointing Joan’s replacement.
f) The Selectboard discussed buying four new Selectboard Handbooks and agreed to do so.  Paul Hannan did not want one.  The intent is to pass the handbooks on the new members of the board.
g) Kellogg Hubbard Library update – Nedene Martin, Selectboard liaison, reported the library is still in a pretty serious financial situation despite being closed for two weeks this spring.  Some suggestions the library would like the towns to think about are: 
· Put the library appropriation in the Selectboard budget since Kellogg Hubbard views itself as our designated library
· Have the town’s representative elected from the voters or appointed by the Selectboard
· Eliminate the Van-Go Library on Wheels that costs the library $35,000.00 to operate and $15,000.00 to staff per year (since grant funding has run out).  John Brabant suggested perhaps the school budget would fund Van-Go since it goes to the schools.  

· Charge for meeting room space

· Make the library energy efficient

h)   Prior to the next meeting, John and Heather need to meet with the Road Commissioner to discuss

      annual pay raises for the road crew.  Nedene Martin would like the Road Commissioner position  

      differentiated from the other road crew members due to the additional responsibility the Road 

      Commissioner has.

i)   Roadside mowing has been inadvertently forgotten this year.  The Selectboard will take action on this

      at the next meeting.
