Actions:


Approval of the December 26th Meeting Minutes – Paul Hannan offered the following amendment: page 2, paragraph 3, Other Business, John Brabant arranged for the CVSWMD reps to attend the January 2nd meeting to discuss closing the recycle depot in East Calais and other CVSWMD services; and make the same change under Tentative Agenda Items for the January 2nd Meeting.  Paul Hannan made a motion to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0. 


Approval of the January 2nd Meeting Minutes – tabled until the next meeting.


Training Fee for Town Moderator – Heather Shouldice made a motion to approve the Town Moderator fee to attend the training program sponsored by the Central Vermont League of Cities & Towns.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


Calais Historic Preservation Commission Annual Budget Request – Peter Harvey reported the budget request for next year will be $1,075.00.  Peter also reported the commission now has 5 CD’s and 5 paper copies of the National Register Nomination document.  Heather Shouldice made a motion to distribute the nomination document to the local school and public libraries and to post it on the Town website.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.  Peter noted a sub-committee is working on incorporating both the photos and written work of the Historic Preservation Consultant, John Johnson, into one publication.  


Temporary Appointment to Central Vermont Solid Waste Management District Board – Paul Hannan contacted John Brabant to see if he is willing to filling this position.  John told Paul he cannot serve due to his job at ANR.  Paul then asked Bill Powell and he agreed to fill the temporary vacancy.  Paul spoke to Becky Karnedy to obtain verbal confirmation of her resignation on the Board and requested she submit a letter to the Selectboard stating the same.  Paul Hannan made a motion of a temporary appointment of Bill Powell to the CVSWMD Board as the Calais Representative.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


Town Highway Budget 2006-07 – Bob Withey turned this item over to Cy Lamberton and Don Singleton.  Each line item was reviewed.  The annual town highway budget request for next year is $491,779.00.  Cy and Don discussed purchasing a new truck to replace the 1998 International that has over 100,000 miles on it.  Don is comparing an International ($60,000.) and a Mack ($80,000.) plus standard equipment on either truck, which costs $46,800.00.  Cy also mentioned reclassifying a portion of Lightening Ridge Road up to the school from Class 3 to a Class 2 road, making state money available to help repave it.  The Selectboard also discussed paving Moscow Woods Road from Route 14 to the East Calais Post Office.  Bob Withey expressed thanks to Don Singleton and asked Cy to come back with language for a potential warning item for blacktop.


Revised Annual Budget Request from Woodbury Fire Department – WFD President, Steve Freihofner, presented the Cost Estimate for 2006-2007 Fire Protection Services Contract to the Selectboard at the January 2, 2006 meeting.  Steve came before the Selectboard tonight to revise the requested amount downward to $12,447.87 (1/3 share of operating budget).  Steve also gave the figure of $13,070.27 (35% average operating budget) for the Selectboard to also consider.


Curtis Pond Dam Update – Paul Hannan provided a copy of the e-mails to Bob Finucane, Chief Dam Safety Engineer for the State of Vermont.  Bob Finucane responded “the accountants say that there could be as much as $6,000.00 more for legal and engineering services” left in the appropriation for the Curtis Pond Dam issue.  Paul will continue to work on the details, i.e. lawyer stuff and costs for the next step from Morris Root.


Other Business – Just to be sure, Paul Hannan followed up with the Central Vermont Community Land Trust regarding his interpretation of the form to designate CVCLT as a community development organization (approved at the January 2, 2006 meeting) and term “CEO”.  Paul stated the information stands as written.  

Dorothy Naylor reported final cost figures on updating the town parcel tax maps.  For the first year, the cost would be $4,500.00 to $6,000.00 and up to $2000.00 the second year.  Dot suggested asking for the funds in two different budget years.
