Actions: 

Call to Order – This Special Meeting of the Calais Selectboard was called to order by Chair, Bob Withey, for the purposes outlined as follows:

1) Continuation of working on the Proposed New Zoning Regulations and associated changes created by Act 115

2) Task Force on Calais Dams re: Curtis Pond Dam

3) Review Road Commissioner’s Orders of the Day

Proposed New Zoning Regulations – Anne Winchester and Jonathan Lange, Planning Commission, met with Chris Walsh from the Central Vermont Regional Planning Commission to complete the changes to the Proposed New Zoning Regulations created by Chapter 117, Act 115.  Anne and Jonathan presented these modifications to the Selectboard this evening and will give the Selectboard printed copies of the changes on Saturday, October 2, 2004.   

Review Proposed New Zoning Regulations- The Selectboard made changes to the electronic form of the document beginning on page 40.  The Selectboard will continue on page 45 with the final changes at the next regular meeting.

Task Force on Calais Dams – Due to other obligations Warner Shedd, representing the Task Force, left the meeting earlier this evening.  The Selectboard received a written legal opinion from J. Paul Giuliani to clarify the liability issue with regard to the Curtis Pond Dam (see letter from McKee, Giuliani & Cleveland Attorneys at Law dated September 28, 2004).  Paul Hannan gave an overview of the committee’s work.  Discussion ensued.  Nedene Martin is in favor of getting a second legal opinion since the Task Force asked for a legal opinion (with regards to the Town’s liability) and said they couldn’t move forward without getting this issue settled.  Paul Hannan will ask the committee if they are willing to pursue something less than the Dubois & King plan (referring to the options listed in the Root Engineering Report).

Road Commissioner’s Orders of the Day- The Selectboard reviewed and processed the orders of the day as per usual protocol.

Paul Hannan made a motion to adjourn at 9:40pm.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.
