Shoreland District update Gary


Gary met with Tony French and they walked the shoreland district area, around Maple Corner (Curtis Pond), together. Tony identified what he felt could be used as new boundary lines. Tony advised getting a new topo map and advised Gary to mark the lowest line that the water will reach. Water located on the land bellow this mark, would not flow into the pond. Tony’s lines are different then the original lines the Planning Commission had identified as possible new boundaries. 

Gary’s next step is to still meet with the State, to hear their opinion of what should define the new boundaries. Gary also intends to write up a report, with Tony’s approval, to present to the Planning Commission. Tony will review the new map and will give his profession opinion again.
