Actions:


Approval of June 14th Meeting Minutes: Paul Hannan pointed out a spelling error in paragraph 3, the name of the contractor is Memphremagog Heat Exchangers.  Randy Fitch made a motion to approve minutes as corrected.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


Town Office Building Update - John McCullough reported on the progress on the building and the upcoming last items to complete.  A bill for payment was received from Cacicio’s Heating, Inc. for heating installation.  Paul Hannan made a motion to approve payment to Cacicio’s Heating, Inc. in the amount of $3,500.00.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.

John McCullough provided the Selectboard with a landscape design plan for the new Town Office Building as required by the Development Review Board.  Sugar maples will be transplanted from onsite with the able assistance of Paul Cate and Stanley Morse.  The plan also includes a crab apple tree, perennial flowers and some areas of grass.  The berm near the road will be cut back to improve site distance looking down Pekin Brook Road.  Cy Lamberton made a motion to approve the preliminary landscape design plan to be presented to the DRB.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.  The next meeting of the Town Office Building Committee is 

July 7th. 


Road Cut Access Permit - The Selectboard reviewed an application from Conrad Smith for access on Adamant Road for a new driveway.  Randy Fitch made a motion to approve Access #1 as shown on the application diagram with the installation of a culvert and the applicant is to contact the Road Commissioner prior to beginning the work.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


Historic Preservation Commission - Wayne Whitelock presented a draft letter of support from the Historic Preservation Commission to submit with an application for an enhancement grant to the Department of Transportation for the Kent Museum, specifically for installation of septic and restroom facilities.  Wayne outlined three reasons this request meets the grant guidelines; historic and educational function and comfort for pedestrians/cyclists.  Nedene Martin made a motion to approve the letter of support to be submitted with the grant application.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


Emergency Medical Services Contract with Barre Town - The Selectboard reviewed the new contract for Emergency Medical Services with Barre Town Ambulance Service (BTEMS) from July 1, 2004 to June 30, 2009 (five-year contract).  The cost is $22.50 per capita for FY’05, which matches the amount approved at Town Meeting.  Nedene Martin made a motion to amend the last sentence on page 2, paragraph 5 to read as follows: Should the Town of Barre decide it needs to raise the per capita rates above the dollar amounts stated in Section 2, Barre Town will give the customer towns a written explanation for the added amounts per capita rate and offer to meet with the Calais Selectboard to renegotiate the contract.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.  Randy Fitch made a motion to approve the BTEMS contract as amended.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


Evaluation of Road Commissioner, Road Crew Staff Salary Levels & Recording Secretary - Randy Fitch made a motion to go into Executive Session (7:55pm).  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.  Nedene Martin made a motion to return to Regular Session (8:25pm).  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0. 

Cy Lamberton made a motion to reappoint Don Singleton, Jr as Road Commissioner. The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.  

Randy Fitch made a motion to give a 3% pay increase to all members of the town road crew plus a .25 per hour pay 

increase to the Road Commissioner.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0. 

Paul Hannan made a motion for an annual stipend of $600.00 for the Selectboard’s Recording Secretary. The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.  Nedene Martin expressed grateful appreciation to Rose Pelchuck for the great job she’s doing on the Selectboard Meeting Minutes.  (Thank you!)

Washington County Sheriff’s Department Contract - The Selectboard reviewed the new contract for FY 2005.  The acting Sheriff is Philip Anthony and the newly appointed Sheriff is Sam Hill, a member of the Barre Police Department (not yet officially sworn in).  The Selectboard reviewed the amount spent for their services this FY and the amount of income received from court fines.  Randy Fitch made a motion to approve the contract, with Item #10 reading 2 (two) hours per week coverage, for the total amount of $2,500.00.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0. 


Town Highway Permit for Washington Electric Co-op, Inc. - An application was received from Washington Electric Co-op for the Delphia property on Bayne-Comolli Road.  Cy Lamberton made a motion to approve the permit for setting poles according the map on the application submitted.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0. 


Town Highway Permit for Verizon - An application was received from Verizon to erect poles and wires on VT Route 14 and Max Gray Road for service to Craig Peltier.  Paul Hannan made a motion to approve the permit with the stipulation that Verizon remove the old pole on Route 14.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0. 


Town of Calais Website re: Maps - Nedene Martin reported she has check with several places and still has a few other places to inquire about getting the 11" X 17" hand made maps of the Curtis Pond Watershed into electronic format to be placed on the website.  Nedene will do further research having been given more suggestions by townspeople in attendance tonight.  


Update on Amendments to Title 24, Chapter 117 - As reported at the last meeting, this State Statute governing local zoning was recently changed by the legislature.  H175, which becomes effective July 1, 2004, directly affects Calais since we are in the process of adopting new zoning regulations.  The Selectboard reviewed a letter from Jonathan Lange, Planning Commission Chair.  Jonathan recommends the Selectboard continue their review of the proposed new zoning regulations and then give it back to the Planning Commission to implement the necessary changes under Chapter 117.  This would then be put to the townspeople for a vote in March 2005.  Discussion ensued.  The Selectboard agreed to urge the Planning Commission to work on the process for this to happen in the most expeditious manner and plot a time line (include public hearings).  Bob Withey stated the Selectboard will continue their review of the proposed new zoning regulations at the next meeting.


Town Invoices and Road Commissioner’s Orders of the Day - The Selectboard reviewed and processed the invoices and orders of the day as per usual protocol.


Update on Dam Monitors Contract - The Dam Monitor Contract has been signed by Chris Miller and Lewis Franco.


Other Business - Bob Withey reported he met with Toby Talbot and Don Singleton to complete the Predisaster Mitigation Hazard Analysis Survey and submitted it to FEMA as required.

Nedene Martin questioned the $157.60 expenditure for color copies by the Task Force on Calais Dams.  Paul Hannan will reiterate to the Task Force Chair that this committee does not have any budget and/or expenditure authority.  Of note, Paul reported that the classification of dams by the State does not pertain to the quality of the dam but to the hazard it poses if it should let go.
