b.      ZA Proposals


1.  According to VLCT the town is not allowed to withhold a permit until the DEC has issued the wastewater permit.  However, we are allowed to add language that would require the DEC wastewater permit before construction begins.  This would relate to:
1.6 (B) 1) and possibly 3.3 (A) 5)

We are removing our recommendations to change 3.3 (A) 5).
 
2.  3.2 Access to non-frontage lots 4) and 5) are contradictory - and I think 4) contradicts the town plan as well, as the plan encourages sharing access. There are times (we have a proposal right now in the design review district) when sharing a ROW IS the best thing for the town and the neighbors.  I would suggest deleting 4) or giving it some flexibility.
 
Given the fact that I seem to get more subdivision applications that have to do with one or two lots, one of which is for a substandard lot(too little frontage, landlocked etc.) than what we would generally consider a major subdivision - creation of  4 or more lots - I would like to add the following to 6.4 (A) (it should come between the two paragraphs)

We are recommending that 3.2 5) be removed. In addition we are recommending to add: “More then one lot becomes a subdivision under Section 6” to Section 3.2,(A), 4).

We are recommending that we change Section 6.2,(C),2) b.
