Buildout Criteria and Weighting with CVRPC – Dan Currier and Kelsey Redlynd

Dan began by explaining what the Buildout process is and how it would benefit a town to do this. Dan continued by describing each feature (Characteristic Factor) by showing the Planning Commission map examples. Dan explained each weight and way each number is used. 
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The Planning Commission decided to remove Wildlife Habitat Corridors from the buildout. The Planning Commission will try to provide Wildlife Habitat Corridor and additional animal identification information, from the Conservation Commission, to Dan. The Planning Commission changed the rating on the Moderately and Marginal onsite septic system capability. The members decided to remove the roads as a characteristic factor from the Development Potential Analysis.
Roads and Maps – Peter


Members voted to approve Peters spending for additional maps. Peter explained his document, which pointed out roads with maintenance and potential upgrade issues. Also, Peter added roads which are impassable. Peter showed a map with marked trouble areas.
