 Buildout Updates


Rich gave a presentation, with the use of a projector, showing Dan’s PDF overlay maps. The presentation showed two maps. The first map was the Calais Overlay Map with Current Zoning and the second map was the Calais Overlay Map with “What if” Zoning Two. Each map allowed the user to remove or add the different overlay maps, showing how areas are affected. The members of the Planning Commission spent much time with the maps, looking at each from a different prospective and discussing as the process progressed. 

Members also discussed how the maps would be presented to the public and where the public meetings could be held. There was a general consensus that two projectors should be used and that the meeting could be held in the gymnasium of Calais Elementary School. The presentations could be displayed on one of the side walls, either on top of each other or with the use of two screens.
From the discussions, the following questions where generated for Dan:
1) Can the bodies of water be marked by either black or be seen as a separate overlay on the map?
2) Can streams be added to the roads overlay?

3) What do the “orange dots” (potential structure points full build out) represent in size? Can something else be used to show the impact in the core forests, such as a bull’s eye?
4) We would like to see the numbers for the core forest areas, if it isn’t any trouble. (Number of potential structures in the core forests, with the current zoning and with the “What If’s”.)

Rich handed out the following document from Dan. Members reviewed the document but agreed to table any discussion and any decisions until the next meeting.

1) Further build outs and analysis of the “What ifs”

2) Alternate Zoning scenario (possible PUD area)

Here are some talking points that I heard at the last meeting about further analysis using the “What ifs”.  

1) Run a build out with current zoning and the Deer, Core forests/linkages, and prime soils to see how these areas affect the build out.

2) Run a build out with “what is” zoning scenario 2 and the Deer, Core forests/linkages, and prime soils to see how these areas effect the build out.

3) Adjustment of new Residential Zoning in “What if” 2 to match roads

I am sure I missed some but please talk further about this process and answer this question.
