Actions:


Approval of the January 12th Meeting Minutes – Paragraph four, Proposed Town Budgets for 2004-05, duly noted that we are not replacing the roof on the town garage.  Page 2, Tentative Agenda Items for January 19th, delete approve Town Invoices and Road Crew Orders.  Paul Hannan made a motion to approve the minutes as amended above.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


Approval of the January 19th Meeting Minutes – Paul Hannan made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


Town Office Building Committee – The Selectboard received one bill from Johnson Well Drilling for $727.15 to drain the well overflow, connect water service to the building site and associated work.  Paul Hannan made a motion to approve the bill for payment.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


Finalize Items for Town Report – A.) The Selectboard reviewed the draft Selectmen’s Report written by Bob Withey, Chair.  The Selectboard agreed on some wording changes, including changing the name of the report to Selectboard Report rather than Selectmen’s Report.  This change was reflected in the report as well as the Official Town Warning.  Randy Fitch made a motion to accept the report with the agreed upon changes.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.

B.) The Selectboard reviewed and discussed the wording for the articles on the Town Warning as well as the order of the various articles.  Paul made a motion to send a courier (Peter Harvey) to the Town Clerk’s Office tonight so the Warning can be typed and signed by the Selectboard members tonight.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.  Peter Harvey later returned with the Warning in hand.

C.) The Selectboard corrected previously reported numbers for inclusion in the town report.  The Selectboard had a lengthy discussion regarding the Washington County Sheriff’s expenditure on the budget and the amount received back in ticket violation revenue.  Nedene Martin would like both the revenue and expense shown on paper.  The Selectboard agreed to add a line to the budget for Traffic Violations to draw their attention to it for next year and hopefully clarify the actual numbers.  

Randy Fitch made a motion to correct previously reported number of the Selectboard budget from $305,881.00 to $235,502.00.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


Town Invoices and Road Commissioner’s Orders of the Day – The Selectboard reviewed and processed the invoices and orders of the day as per usual protocol. 


Official Town of Calais Web Site – Nedene Martin presented the Selectboard with a form she needs to complete to register the domain name for the web site.  The form lists three points of contact (who must have e-mail access).  The billing contact will be Rose Pelchuck, the administrative contact will be Nedene Martin and the technical contact will be Rolf Mueller.  Paul Hannan made a motion to approve Nedene’s submission of this form to register the domain name and the above named points of contact.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.  Nedene will provide a copy of the form to Rose for reference.


Other Business – Bob Withey gave the Selectboard members a copy of the Bliss Pond Town Forrest Management Plan from the Conservation Commission for their review.  The Selectboard reviewed the Proposed Agenda from Jonathan Lange for the joint meeting of the Planning Commission and Selectboard on February 3rd.  Paul Hannan received an e-mail from Bill Powell (Curtis Pond Dam Committee) stating they are meeting tomorrow with the Legislative House Institutions Committee to try to get more funds for engineering.  Also included was an outline of what they expect to say to the legislative committee.  Paul Hannan spoke to someone he knows on the House Institutions Committee to make the point that the Selectboard nor the townspeople have come to any consensus about formally moving forward with the dam repair or ownership.  The Vermont State Police Citizens Advisory Report was briefly reviewed, citing 158 crimes in Calais last year.  Nedene Martin would like the revenue numbers included on the quarterly budget updates, not just the expenses.
