Approval of the March 10th Meeting Minutes – tabled until the next meeting.


Town Invoices and Road Commissioner’s Orders of the Day- The Selectboard reviewed and processed the invoices and orders of the day as per usual protocol.

Alternate to the Development Review Board – 1 position open

Denise Wheeler made a motion to appoint Steve Duke (incumbent) to a three-year term (expires 2011).  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 3-0.


Liquor License Application: Adamant Co-op Store – The Selectboard reviewed the application renewal from the Adamant Co-op.  Denise Wheeler made a motion to approve the application as presented.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 3-0.


EMFD Interlocal Agreement Contract – Rose Pelchuck provided an update on the status of the new draft agreement.  After meeting with EMFD attorney, Paul Giuliani, the EMFD Board of Directors approved a draft interlocal contract that will soon be distributed to both Selectboards. The process continues to move forward.


Various Brief Updates:
· Tax mapping status and commercial use – Paul Hannan reported now that the tax maps have been updated by Robert Turner, the listers need to own it as a function of their duties (keeping the tax maps current).  Eva Morse has promised to coordinate data between parcels and maps.  Incidentally, Paul received a call from Robert Turner saying that an outside entity has requested the Calais tax map data in a digital format to be used for some other purpose.  Some discussion ensued as to whether the data in this format is public information or to be used at the discretion of the Town.

· Town Hall repairs – Paul Hannan reported the small roof over the lower entryway has separated from the Town Hall building.  Paul contacted Ken Miller who was able to get it out of the doorway.  When the snow comes off the roof, he can make the necessary repairs.  Per Dot Naylor, no permits are needed as long as it is the same general shape and no change to the building footprint is made.

Response to Chad Scribner Letter – The Selectboard was informed that Paul Hannan spoke to Joe McLean, Esq. regarding this matter.  Anne Winchester made a motion to authorize Paul Hannan to send another letter to Chad Scribner’s attorney, Mary Hood Alexander, Esq., after checking with our attorney and granting Paul Hannan the authority to modify the letter if necessary.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 3-0.

Other Business

· Process for Adamant Co-op’s tax stabilization – Anne Winchester presented a draft tax stabilization agreement between the Town and the Co-op.  Anne suggested having an attorney look at it prior to finalizing the language.  Denise Wheeler made a motion authorizing Anne Winchester to contact Gloria Rice, Esq. to review the draft agreement.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 3-0.
· Bridge Inspection Report from AOT – Paul Hannan reported the Town received the bridge inspection report for the Kingsbury Branch Bridge on Max Gray Road.  The report indicates the bridge is in good condition and the State recommends cleaning and repainting were wear is showing.  The date of inspection was December 20, 2007.  Don Singleton, Road Commissioner, will be notified of these findings.
· Historic Preservation Commission – The Selectboard discussed the direction of the Historic Preservation Commission with Peter Harvey in light of two remaining vacancies on the commission.  Peter cited the recent accomplishments over the past few years and his desire to step aside next year when his term expires.  Can a process be developed if there is a skeleton crew of a few people willing to meet once a year just to keep the committee alive then if something comes up the committee can get a focus?  Anne Winchester will speak to David Schutz for his recommendations and report back to the Selectboard.
· Marcy Baer is interested in working on CART.  She will be advised to contact Marge Garfield, CART Chair.
· Thank you letter for appointees – Rose Pelchuck will contact Nedene Martin for the annual thank you for serving letter to be sent out to all those townspeople willing to serve.  The term expiration date will be included in each letter.
· Anne Winchester made a motion to enter an appearance in the Act 250 Permit proceedings for McCullough Crushing, Inc. to expand their gravel pit in East Calais.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 3-0.
