On December 16th, 2009, the Selectboard sent the following letter to the Weisbarts as follow up to our discussion of how to resolve the location of the TH8 entrance.

Dear Paul and Lillie,

Thank you for working with us regarding the entrance to Town Highway 8.  We recognize that you believe the portion of road that the Selectboard considers the entrance from the Worcester Road, is actually a logging road and that the town road is in a different location.  The Selectboard’s current understanding is that the logging road actually is the town road.  In order to resolve our differences, we agreed at our November 30, 2009 meeting to the process described below.

First, both you and the town would like to avoid costly solutions which would involve hiring of surveyors and attorneys to determine the actual location of the road.  Therefore, in the spring of 2009, when we are able to see the ground and walk comfortably in the area, we will go to the site and discuss alternative entrances to TH8.  If we can agree on an entrance to TH 8, then we will carry out the necessary legal formalities, such as officially discontinuing the current entrance in return for a legal deed to an alternative entrance in the least costly way possible.  Meanwhile, the Selectboard agrees that you may gate the current entrance against the use of motorized vehicles, and you agree to not object to non-motorized use of the road, other than for emergency vehicles.

Again, we appreciate your willingness to work with us to find a solution that will not involve great expense to the taxpayers of Calais.
