Approval of July 12th Meeting Minutes – Bob Withey proposed to amend the minutes on page 2 paragraph 5 to read as follows: Bob Withey reported that the treasurer’s audit for the Vermont Municipal Bond Bank was completed for $3,000.00 by G.W. Osterman & Company of Barre.  This figure was $500.00 under their original estimate and $1,500.00 under the original quote by another CPA firm.  The municipal bonds were sold in Boston recently and the interest rate is 4.4% for the Town Office Building.  Bob Withey indicated that a “big thanks” is due our Town Clerk, Eva Morse, for the three weeks of extra work in organizing and completing all the forms required by the Vermont Municipal Bond Bank on behalf of our town.  Randy Fitch made a motion to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


Town Office Building Committee – Since John McCullough was not present, Paul Hannan reported that the dehumidifiers are working great in the new building.  Some electrical work remains to be done and some phone wires need to be pulled.  The bathroom floor is down.


Review Proposed New Zoning Regulations – The Selectboard discussed incorporating their changes into the document, giving it back to the Planning Commission to implement changes under Chapter 117 and then getting the document back from the Planning Commission.  The Selectboard made changes to the electronic form of the document until 9:10pm.  The Selectboard will continue with the final changes at the next meeting.


Town Invoices and Road Commissioner’s Orders of the Day- The Selectboard reviewed and processed the invoices and orders of the day as per usual protocol.


Other Business – Cy Lamberton reported he recently met with the regional planning commission to complete the road culvert inventory in town and forward it to the state.  By having this completed inventory, we are able to leverage 10% more funding for culvert replacement.  Cy also reported the planks have been replaced on the bridge on Stillbrook Road.

Paul Hannan announced there would be a public hearing on the Bliss Pond Forest Management Plan on September 8, 2004 at 7:00pm at the Town Hall.

Cy Lamberton announced the Curb Cut Advisory Committee would like to present the proposed new Curb Cut Ordinance and associated forms to the Selectboard at the August 30th meeting.
