Agenda Change Announcement – Bob Withey stated item 7 would be omitted from tonight’s agenda.


Approval of the April 26th Meeting Minutes – Randy Fitch made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


Road Cut Access Permits – the Selectboard reviewed two applications for access permits as follows:

a) Craig Peltier requests access to Max Gray Road – Cy Lamberton made a motion to approve the road cut access permit with the condition the landowner install a 15” culvert where the driveway meets the road.  The town will do some ditching on the south side of the access cut.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.

b) Tracy & Karen Storey requests access to the County Road – Cy Lamberton made a motion to approve the road cut access permit with two conditions: the access is to be moved 20’south toward East Montpelier to improve sight distance and a 15” culvert needs to be installed where the driveway meets the road.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.

Farmhouse Café Outside Liquor Permit – Lisa Rubin submitted an application for an outside consumption permit for her eatery on Route 14.  The restaurant already has a valid liquor permit.  Paul Hannan made a motion to approve the application for an outside consumption permit limited to the restaurant’s existing 10’ x 5’ deck.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 4-1.  Nedene Martin voted against the motion.  


Review Proposed New Zoning Regulations – Bob Withey, Chair, again summarized the purpose and process of reviewing the proposed new zoning regulations with four members of the Planning Commission in attendance.  The Selectboard reviewed Articles III and IV this evening and will resume discussion next time with Article V.  Bob asked the members of the Selectboard to be prepared to discuss Articles V through IX.


Town Office Building Committee – Paul Hannan reported on the progress of the new town office building and presented the Selectboard with a Change Order from John McCullough, Artichoke Design, regarding the type of insulation.  With cost savings in other areas, there will not be any increased cost to the Town to change this insulation.  Paul Hannan made a motion to authorize the Change Order as proposed by Artichoke Design for damp spray cellulose insulation and to direct the Chair to sign it on behalf of the Selectboard.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.

Paul Hannan also reported lien waivers have not been received from any of the subcontractors on the job as our initial contract stipulates.  The committee, Clerk of the Works and Designer has met with Blue Ridge Construction owner, Ty Rolland, to request the lien waivers.  Blue Ridge Construction has been submitting the request for payment the day of the Selectboard meeting leaving no time for the members to review the request.  Paul Hannan made a motion not to approve the request for payment from Blue Ridge Construction until the Selectboard receives lien waivers from all the subcontractors and that the request for payment be submitted to the Selectboard for consideration by the Thursday preceding the next regular meeting, so the Selectboard can review the request for payment.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


Other Business – Wayne Whitelock provided a copy of the update letter from Lt. David Harrington on the work of the Central Vermont State Police Community Advisory Board.  The letter summarized the work the group has done in just six meetings.

Nedene Martin reported the text of the Curtis Pond Watershed Survey is on the web site.  Paul Hannan offered to try to scan the color map so it can be on the web site.

Randy Fitch reported the East Montpelier Fire Department has a new chief and president.  They are John Audy, Chief and Diana Chase, President.
