Approval of the May 10th Meeting Minutes – Paul Hannan made a motion to approve the minutes as written with the spelling correction of the new EMFD President’s name, Diana Chace.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 4-0.


Town Office Building Committee – Donna Fitch and John McCullough reported on the progress made in recent weeks on the new building.  The following items were discussed as follows:

· A bill from Russ Perham for $326.33 related to temporary electric service (wire will be resold and the money returned to the Town).  Paul Hannan made a motion to approve this bill for payment $326.33.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 4-0.

· Another bill from Russ Perham for $1,369.15, which is the balance, owed to him from his original quote for electric services and $3,000.00 for electric fixtures and installation, totaling $4,369.15.  Paul Hannan made a motion to approve this bill for payment $4,369.15.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 4-0.

· A bill from Murphy’s Cell-Tech for $3,389.00 for damp spray cellulose insulation.  Paul Hannan made a motion to approve this bill for payment $3,389.00 and include a letter with the payment concerning the $144.00 overcharge above the original quote.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 4-0.

· Donna Fitch provided the invoice for two units of roller shelves for the safe for $1,169.55.  Paul Hannan made a motion to approve this expenditure $1,169.55, which comes out of the furniture/equipment monies.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 4-0.

· Application for payment #6 from Blue Ridge Construction in the amount of $21,960.00.  Nedene Martin made a motion to approve this request for payment $21,960.00.  Lien waivers from all know subcontractors and vendors have been provided.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 4-0.

· Artichoke Design Change Order #2 for standing seam metal roof – The Town will be credited $1,520.00 since the roof was not installed in accordance with the requirement specifications and one dented front panel section will be replaced.  Paul Hannan made a motion to accept the change order #2 and authorize the Chair to sign it.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 4-0.

· Artichoke Design Change Order #3 for rainwater run-off pooling in front of the building.  A permanent solution was to install 4” perforated pipe with fabric and so completed by Blue Ridge for a cost of $350.00.  Nedene Martin made a motion to accept the change order #3.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 4-0.

· John McCullough met with Barbara Weedon, Landscape Architect, to discuss a landscape plan to present to the Development Review Board as they requested.

· Schedule as reported by John McCullough – site work is almost done and things are moving very fast, possible completion in two weeks.  The Stevens’ well has a funny taste and may need a filtering system.

The Selectboard praised Donna and John for the great work they and the committee have done!  Super job!


Proposed Curtis Pond Dam Monitors – Toby Talbot and Selectboard members reviewed a response letter from Gloria Rice after having evaluated the proposed “Dam Monitor Agreement”.  According to Bob Withey, Chair, The Vermont League of Cities & Towns said the dam monitor(s) are treated as town officials or appointed committee members and will be covered under the Town’s liability insurance.  Nedene Martin proposed to strike part of the last sentence on page one of the Dam Monitor Agreement to read as follows: The indemnification and general liability coverage provided under this Agreement shall remain in effect for so long as Monitor(s) furnish the services contemplated herein.

Paul Hannan made a motion to adopt this Dam Monitor Agreement, as part of the Town of Calais Emergency Plan as amended above and to check with the town attorney to be sure changing this line doesn’t create a problem.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 4-0.


Predisaster Mitigation Hazard Analysis Survey – FEMA requires this completed survey to be on record if the town should apply for any FEMA funds in the event of a disaster.  Toby Talbot provided copies of this survey to each member of the Selectboard with proposed responses to the questions.  Each member needs to review, add and/or change the responses.  Once completed, Toby will meet with Bob Withey and Don Singleton to finalize the survey and submit it.  There is no cost to the Town for filing this survey.  Bob Withey asked the Selectboard members to review the survey and send it back to Toby directly.


2004 Series I Vermont Municipal Bond Bank Sale – The Selectboard reviewed the papers for a 20 year bond in the amount of  $200,000.00 to finance the new town office building.  Cy Lamberton made a motion to approve the bond application for $200,000.00 and have the Selectboard members sign it in all the applicable places.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 4-0.


Town Invoices and Road Commissioner’s Orders of the Day – The Selectboard reviewed and processed the invoices and orders of the day as per usual protocol.


Request for $50.00 Fee for Conference – Peter Harvey requested $50.00 to attend Preservation Trust of Vermont’s Annual Conference on May 21st representing the Calais Historic Preservation Commission.  Cy Lamberton made a motion to approve the $50.00 request for payment and that future requests be in advance of the event.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 3-1 with Paul Hannan voting against the motion.


Review Proposed New Zoning Regulations – Alden Belcher, Planning Commission Member, stated Article V is basically the “How To” for applicants or the Development Review Board.  The Selectboard reviewed and discussed Article V ending on page 52.


Road Cut Access Permits – The Selectboard reviewed two applications for access permits as follows:

a) Gary Delphia requests access to Bayne Comolli Road.  Cy Lamberton made a motion to approve the road cut access permit with the condition the landowner install a 15” culvert.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 4-0.

b) Joseph Fortin requests access on Moscow Woods Road.  Cy Lamberton made a motion to approve the road cut access permit with three conditions: cut brush back both ways to improve site distance, the access needs to be road level for one car length, and to consult with the Road Commissioner before beginning the work.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 4-0.

Appointment to Calais Conservation Commission – Paul Hannan made a motion to appoint Michael Giammusso to the Calais Conservation Commission for a 3-year term.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 4-0.


Paint White Lines on the County Road – Cy Lamberton made a motion to approve painting white lines on the County Road at a cost of $1,280.00 (.04 per foot).  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 4-0.


Other business – Cy Lamberton made a motion to advertise for roadside mowing bids.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 4-0.  Paul Hannan discussed the dissemination of meeting minutes by different people, especially when mistakes are made.  Cy Lamberton reported the next meeting of the Curb Cut Advisory Committee would be Monday, June 7th.
