Proposed Zoning Changes

1) Change the “application” to the “partitioner” [Section 8.2 Amendments, B), 2)]

2) Change “an” public hearing to “a” public hearing [Section 8.2 Amendments, B), 3)]

3) Remove “not” and change “unless” to “if”

4) Following review, the Planning Commission shall hold a public hearing;

i. if the proposal is supported by a partition signed by not less then 5% of registered Calais voters, or

ii. if the it is determined that the partitioner has shown that the change is consistent with the town plan and     




a. there is an error in the boundary description or delineation,




b. there is a public need for the change which will be served by changing 



the boundary as proposed,




c. conditions in the affected area have changed and the boundary change 



would place the parcel in a more suitable zoning district, or




d. the change makes the Calais zoning district map substantially easier to 



understand.

5) Section 1.5


17) A camper which is not occupied for more than 180 days per year or is not connected to an on-site septic system. 

6)  Leave definition of Structure alone.

7) (Section 3.8) Add to number 4): “However, a noncompliant structure may be moved, enlarged or other wise modified to eliminate the cause of non-compliance UPON RECEIPT OF a permit from the Zoning Administrator.”
8) Page 4 1.4 B), 1) Remove land.

9) Change “Selectoboard” to “Selectboard” [Section 1.4 (A)]

10) Proposed septic related changes reviewed

Dot’s question: “Measuring for a driveway setback.  Since the definition of driveway in our regulations refers to road, and that definition to public road, then may we assume we measure to the driveway CL for the side boundary setbacks?”
