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Almost 75% of Calais voters voted in yesterday’s election. A total of 1,024 votes were cast, including 425 early or absentee voters. In Calais, Janet Ancel received 734 votes for state representative. Bram Tobin received 225 votes. Bram carried the majority of votes in Plainfield, but Janet won in Marshfield so she will be returning to the legislature. Justices of the Peace re-elected are Nel Emlen, Scott Bassage, Dillon Burns, Charlotte Hanna Bassage, Judy Copa. Tina Bielenberg was elected by 19 write-in votes. JPs serve two-year terms with the term starting February 1.
