- Driveways o Add language about contacting the Zoning Administrator for the necessary  
· Define driveway  
· A driveway is a type of private road for local access to one or a small group of structures or a parcel and is owned and maintained by an individual or group. Zoning Administrator needs to be consulted for any driveway that access    
· All driveways with access to public roads require a curb cut, issued by the select board. 
· Driveways that require permits are those that serve businesses and or residents, such that may require emergency vehicles. o Driveway concerns: Safe access to the road, emergency vehicle access, and impact on surrounding land 
 
Proposed Town Plan Status 
 
- Members agreed that it should be proposed to the Selectboard to put these changes out to the residents. 
 
Dot’s Comments 
 
1. Design Review District - any application that meets setbacks etc. and would normally be approved by the ZA when the DAB approves the application unanimously.  Normally it would have to go to DRB and they more or less act as a 'rubber stamp' and it adds some weeks to the process - also requires a 30 day waiting period - anything approved by ZA has a 15 day waiting period.
