Approval of the January 16th Meeting Minutes – Paul Hannan offered the following changes to page 1, paragraph 1, Public Hearing on Revisions to Zoning Regulations, 5th sentence, change “official” to “suggested” and page 1, paragraph 5, Other Business (continued), change $100,000.00 of value to $100.00 of value in the 3rd and 4th sentences.  Heather Shouldice made a motion to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


Approval of the January 23rd Meeting Minutes – Paul Hannan offer the following correction on page 1, paragraph 5, 4th sentence, delete “Central”.  Paul Hannan made a motion to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


Curtis Pond Dam Update – Paul Hannan reported in recent correspondence with Bob Finucane, Chief Dam Safety Engineer for the State of Vermont, the appropriation of funds remaining in the ANR budget earmarked for the Curtis Pond Dam is $1,500.00 less than previously thought since Morris Root has been paid.  The remaining appropriation is approximately $5,500.00.  The other appropriation in the Department of Buildings and General Services budget is $20,000.00.  Paul reported a meeting with the Wetlands Expert at ANR along with Bob Finucane and Steve Bushman would be beneficial to discuss drawdown options for the pond and related issues.


East Montpelier Fire Department Facilities Steering Committee: Calais Reps – Heather Shouldice reported that David Parrah remains interested in serving on this committee.  Heather has been unable to reach Bob Cleary.  Heather suggested a member of the Selectboard should also serve on the committee to facilitate better communication between the two groups.


Annual AOT Certificate of Highway Mileage – Cy Lamberton reported the mileage report is the same as last year.  In order to receive State aid for these roads, the Town reports 18.120 miles of Class 2 roads and 55.090 miles of Class 3 roads.  Heather Shouldice made a motion to approve the report as written and submit it to the State accordingly.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.

Verizon Request on Collar Hill Road – Verizon has requested the installation of some telephone poles in the Town right-of-way at the edge of Collar Hill Road.  As approved at the last meeting, the Selectboard granted Cy Lamberton veto power on the application after a site visit.  Cy Lamberton inspected the area and the pole locations were not adequate.  Washington Electric Co-op resurveyed the area; the pole locations have been adjusted.  Cy Lamberton made a motion to approve the revised application from Verizon for poles in the Town right-of-way at the edge of Collar Hill Road.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.

Other Business – The Selectboard reviewed a letter from Andrew Nemethy regarding drainage ditches in Town since he went off the road into one on Adamant Road.  The Selectboard discussed the matter and will bring it to the Road Commissioner’s attention to see if there is some way to remedy the situation.  Nedene Martin provided a letter “Notes on a telephone conversation between Nedene Martin and Kayia Korb, the Principal of Calais Elementary School” which will be filed.  The Development Review Board meeting on February 16, 2006 will look at conceptual plans from Jeff Sayers and Steve Duke for a development in East Calais.  Paul Hannan and Heather Shouldice will likely attend.  Peter Harvey returned the old, wooden chair he repaired for the Town.  Thank you Peter!
