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SELECTBOARD MEETING

October 11, 2004

Attending: Bob Withey, Randy Fitch, Nedene Martin, Cy Lamberton, Paul Hannan, Janet Ancel, Dot Naylor, Peter Harvey, Jonathan Lange, Wayne Whitelock, Rhonda Shippee and Rose Pelchuck.

Actions:

Approval of the September 27th and September 30th Meeting Minutes – Approval of the minutes from the last two meeting was postponed since not all members of the Selectboard received them.


Appointments: Conservation Commission (1) and East Montpelier Fire Department Steering Committee (2) – Notices for these positions have posted in the village stores around town.  Bob Withey reported that nobody has come forward willing to serve to fill these positions.  Bob urged the members of the Selectboard to ask people in the community in hopes of finding interested people to serve.  Information and sign-up sheets will be at the Town Hall on Election Day.


Curb Cut Ordinance – The Selectboard signed the Curb Cut Ordinance as previously approved on September 13, 2004.  The document will be posted for 60 days.  If the public would like a hearing on the new ordinance, a petition has to be filed with the Town Clerk otherwise it takes effect.


Proposed New Zoning Regulations – Jonathan Lange, Planning Commission Chair, explained changes received from the Central Vermont Regional Planning Commission relating to Act 115 (document received 10/2/04), including some new definitions.  Paul Hannan would like to reserve discussion on two items: nonconforming lots on page 81 and small-scale hydroelectric power facilities on page 84 of this document.  Randy Fitch made a motion to approve this document with the recommended changes from the CVRPC except the above two items.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.  Paul Hannan made a motion to omit “subdivision boundaries and lot layout” on page 59.  The motion did not receive a second.  The Selectboard made changes to the electronic form of the document beginning on page 45 through the end (page 82) of the Proposed New Zoning Regulations dated March 2, 2004.  Jonathan Lange briefed the Selectboard on the process to adopt the regulations and warn/hold public hearings.  


Town Road and Bridge Standards – The Vermont Agency of Transportation provides 10% more funding to towns that adopt these standards.  Cy Lamberton recommends the adoption of these standards.  Paul Hannan made a motion to adopt the VAOT Town Road and Bridge Standards for the Town of Calais.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.  


Other Business – Wayne Whitelock, representative to the Vermont State Police Community Advisory Committee reported on the recent work of the committee. The committee has developed a survey to gather information and stimulate communication between townspeople and the Vermont State Police.  Wayne requests the Selectboard allow the survey to be made available in the Town Hall on Election Day.  Wayne also noted the 1st anniversary of the Community Advisory Committee is approaching and the Selectboard should discuss reappointing or changing current representatives.  Bob Withey will place this on the agenda for the next meeting.  

Peter Harvey inquired about additional information on the recent thefts in the town.  From the information Wayne Whitelock can disclose, the crimes appear to be drug-related and opportunistic.  Bob Withey again encouraged everyone to not leave vehicles and homes unlocked and not to leave anything of value in plain sight.  There will be an upcoming meeting in Maple Corner about starting a Community Watch as has been done in Marshfield.  Cy Lamberton will bring the culvert inventory to discuss at the next meeting.
