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SELECTBOARD MEETING

January 23, 2006

Attending: Bob Withey, Heather Shouldice, Nedene Martin, Cy Lamberton, Paul Hannan, Peter Harvey, Dick Rouelle, Wayne Morse and Rose Pelchuck.

Actions:


Approval of the January 9th Meeting Minutes – Paul Hannan made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


Revision to Zoning Regulations for Public Vote March 7, 2006 – The Selectboard reviewed a memo from Jack Russell, Planning Commission Chair, dated January 19, 2006.  The memo was a reply to suggestions made at the public hearing on January 16, 2006.  No action was taken on #1 or #2.  On #3, Paul Hannan made a motion leave item (D) in the document and put the word “deleted” in brackets to indicate this subsection was deleted.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.  On #4, Paul Hannan made a motion to delete “immediately upon expiration” and add “within 10 days following the permit expiration date”.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.  On #5, Nedene Martin made a motion to add the word “new” between all and driveways to read “all new driveways”.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.

Heather Shouldice made a motion to present the proposed zoning regulation changes as revised to the public for a vote on Town Meeting Day.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


2006-07 Final Budget Approval – The Selectboard discussed the Highway Budget and Debt Service.  Cy Lamberton made a motion to approve the Highway Budget and Debt Service projections and to submit it for public vote.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.

The Selectboard Budget was again reviewed.  The Selectboard agreed to list the Zoning Administrator line separately since the wages and deductions are paid from incoming fees, not tax revenue.  No money for Zoning Administrator will be in the budget.  Cy Lamberton estimates about $35,000.00 is in the reappraisal fund.  The Selectboard agreed not to use any of these funds for map creation since it will be needed for reappraisals.  The overall estimate is the Selectboard budget increased about 10% over last year.  Cy Lamberton recited some major expenditures, most of which are fixed costs.  Paul Hannan made a motion to approve the Selectboard Budget and to submit it for public vote.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.  Bob Withey reminded the Selectboard members to be prepared to answer questions on Town Meeting Day about where the increases are coming from.


Approve Selectboard’s Report for Town Annual Report – The Selectboard reviewed a second “draft” report as presented by Paul Hannan; the Selectboard agreed on some changes.  Nedene Martin made a motion to approve the Selectboard Report for inclusion in the annual town report.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0. 


Approve Articles for Town Warning – The Selectboard reviewed each proposed article for the Town Warning and the order in which they will appear.  Nedene Martin made a motion to approve all warning articles with the exclusion of Article 18.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.  

Paul Hannan made a motion to approve Article 18, a resolution by the Central Vermont League of Cities & Towns about not raiding the education fund for other purposes.  The motion was seconded.  Nedene Martin voiced strong concerns saying the legislature needs to address funding education and opposes property taxes as the sole funding source for education.  The motion was voted on and carried 4-1.  Nedene Martin voted against the motion.  The articles for the warning will be typed by Eva and need to be signed by the Selectboard members by January 31, 2006.


Town Invoices and Road Commissioner’s Orders of the Day- The Selectboard reviewed and processed the invoices and orders of the day as per usual protocol.


Curtis Pond Dam Update – Paul Hannan reported there are State appropriations of  $20,000.00 in the Department of Buildings and General Services budget and approximately $6,700.00 remaining in the Agency of Natural Resources budget (original appropriation was $30,000.00) which are earmarked for Curtis Pond Dam work.  Paul estimates engineering work from Morris Root to be about $10-15,000.00 total.


Town Road/Bridge Report – Cy Lamberton stated the report acknowledges the Max Grey Road bridge, the Moscow Woods Road bridge, and the Stillbrook Road bridge.  Cy will add the 10,000-pound weight restriction on Moscow Woods Road to the report.  Paul Hannan made a motion for Cy Lamberton to file this report with the State based on the information provided.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


Verizon Request on Collar Hill Road – Verizon has requested the installation of some telephone poles in the Town right-of-way at the edge of Collar Hill Road.  The Selectboard discussed the application.  Paul Hannan made a motion to approve the request granting Cy Lamberton veto power after Cy looks at the location tomorrow.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


Other Business – Bob Withey requested Heather Shouldice contact the Calais representatives of the East Montpelier Fire Department Facilities Steering Committee, Dave Parrah and Bob Cleary, to see if they are willing to continue serving on this committee.  Heather will report back. 

Peter Harvey requested bringing home one old, wooden chair to re-glue.  The Selectboard agreed it was okay as long as he brings the chair back.

The Selectboard discussed the date of the next regular meeting.  Since January 30th would usually be a regular meeting date, the Selectboard agreed to make note on the community calendar in each village store that there will not be a meeting next Monday, January 30th.  Of note, the Selectboard has met for the first four weeks in January to prepare budgets and reports for the annual Town Report and Warning.
