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SELECTBOARD MEETING

March 8, 2004

Actions:


Election of Selectboard Chair – Randy Fitch nominated Bob Withey for Chair.  The nomination was seconded.  Nedene Martin moved nominations cease; motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.  Bob Withey was elected Chair.  


Election of Selectboard Vice Chair – Randy Fitch nominated Cy Lamberton for Vice Chair.  The nomination was seconded.  Paul Hannan moved nomination cease; motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.  Cy Lamberton was elected Vice Chair.


Election of Selectboard Clerk – Randy Fitch nominated Eva Morse for Clerk.  The nomination was seconded.  Nedene Martin nominated Rose Pelchuck; nomination was not seconded.  Randy Fitch moved nomination cease; motion was seconded, voted on and carried 4-1 with Nedene Martin voting against the motion.  The motion to elect Eva Morse for Clerk was voted on and carried 4-1 with Nedene Martin voting against the motion.


Set Official Selectboard Meeting Dates – Cy Lamberton made a motion to set the official meeting dates of the Selectboard for the second and last Monday of the month.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


Approval of the February 23rd Meeting Minutes – Page 1,paragraph four “Proposed New Zoning Regulations” line six should read: Tuesday, March 16th for the purpose of fulfilling the statutory requirement. Also on line six, strike the sentence that begins: Jack stated…

Page 2, paragraph one, line seven: delete “of the flood plain area”.  Line eight should read: Paul Hannan researched State Statutes and suggested we should consider petitioning ANR according to VSA Section 1095 to avoid delay in an emergency situation.

Page 2, paragraph three, line seven: Tenco New England kicked in $2500.00 of that cost.

Paul Hannan made a motion to approve the minutes with the above corrections/amendments.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


Town Office Building Committee – Work is progressing along on the new office building.  It is enclosed now and the windows are in; the roof will be on shortly.  Randy Fitch made a motion to approve $23,490.00 request for payment to Blue Ridge Construction.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


Procedure Notice for Town Appointments & Interviews – The Selectboard reviewed the list of positions to be filled for the various town positions, committees, commissions and boards.  The Selectboard also discussed the creation of a Task Force on Calais Dams; it’s make-up and duties.  Paul Hannan made a motion to approve the public notice as amended tonight including the formation of a Task Force on Calais Dams and submission of a letter of interest by March 25th with interviews at the March 29th meeting.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


Short Term Loan for Town Office Building – The Selectboard discussed taking out a short-term loan for the Town Office Building for $200,000.00 at 1.73% interest from BankNorth.  The bond application process for the new building will be discussed in the next couple meetings.  Randy Fitch made a motion to obtain the loan for $200,000.00 from BankNorth for the Town Office Building.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.

Emergency Action Plan for Curtis Pond Dam – Toby Talbot, Emergency Management Coordinator, reported after reviewing the Emergency Action Plan for Curtis Pond Dam from Dubois & King Engineers that it is a basic action plan listing emergency services, phone tree, responsibility tree, etc.  Toby noted it does not name a “Dam Monitor” which is the person at the top of the list.  The dam owner assigns the dam monitor position.  He also noted the plan does not talk about impact it only talks about response.  Overall, he feels the plan is more than adequate to respond to an emergency.  Paul Hannan suggested the Selectboard should continue the phone tree list and secure a dam monitor.  Paul Hannan moved the adoption of the Emergency Action Plan as presented with the above two amendments.  Paul Hannan presented a Memorandum from Stephen Bushman, P.E., Facilities Engineer, Dam Safety Program (State of Vermont, ANR) dated February 23, 2004 on the Town of Calais Dam’s Inventory.  Paul reported ANR hopes to inventory all the dams in town this summer and compile a report (it won’t be an engineering study).


Other Business – Cy Lamberton reported the State AOT inspects the bridges in town every two years and just submitted their report.  Each Selectboard member is required to initial it after reading it.  The small bridge near Moscow Mills does need some side rail work but otherwise is okay.

Reminder that March 16th is the public hearing for the Planning Commission.

Bob Withey reported the Route 14 Traffic Study Consultants would hold a public hearing on April 14, 2004 at 7:00pm to present their report.  Nedene Martin reported the web site registration has been successfully submitted.
