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SELECTBOARD MEETING

February 27, 2006







  7pm Calais Town Hall

Attending: Bob Withey, Heather Shouldice, Nedene Martin, Cy Lamberton, Paul Hannan, Peter Harvey, Dick Rouelle, Dot Naylor and Rose Pelchuck.

Actions:


Approval of the February 13th Meeting Minutes – Paul Hannan made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


Liquor License Applications – The Selectboard reviewed the Liquor License Applications for the Maple Corner Store and the Calais General Store (formerly known as the General Store of East Calais).  Nedene Martin made a motion to approve both applications.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


Road Cut Access Permit – The Selectboard reviewed the application from William Dodge for a curb cut on Max Grey Road.  Cy Lamberton and Don Singleton inspected the area and make the following recommendations: 

1. the applicant must install a 24-inch diameter culvert at the curb cut

2. level grade no more than 3% for the first 20 feet of driveway

3. the applicant must contact the Road Commissioner

Cy Lamberton made a motion to approve the curb cut application with the above three conditions.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


Review State Highway Grant Applications – The Selectboard reviewed the two grant applications for State Transportation funds for two major projects this year.  Priority #1 is for blacktop pavement on 666-feet of Moscow Woods Road (TH 5) from Route 14 to the Post Office, including the triangle in front of the Post Office.  The estimated cost is $39,380.00 with the Town’s cost about $8,000.00.  Paul Hannan made a motion to approve the application as written.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.

Priority #2 is to resurface 3 miles of Pekin Brook Road (TH 3) from Route 14 to the Town Office Building with 6-inches of new gravel with an estimated cost of $40,000.00; the Town’s share would be about $8,000.00.  Heather Shouldice made a motion to approve the application as written.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.  Bob Withey, Chair, expressed sincere thanks to Cy Lamberton for all the legwork on these State applications.


Curtis Pond Dam Update – Paul Hannan reported on his research into the use of the appropriated State funds for the Curtis Pond Dam.  The $20,000.00 appropriation in the Buildings and General Services Budget can be used for engineering work for the dam.  The Selectboard would need to write a letter to the Department requesting release of the funds and noting the purpose.  The funds were appropriated in 2004.  


Town Invoices and Road Commissioner’s Orders of the Day- The Selectboard reviewed and processed the invoices and orders of the day as per usual protocol.


Review Town Meeting Warning – The Selectboard reviewed the Town Warning and which person(s) would speak to the article if necessary.


Other Business – Cy Lamberton reported after careful consideration, the new truck will be an International and not a Mack.  Furthermore, Cy recommends not trading in the old truck and keeping it as a spare.  There are problems with the small truck and a spare can come in handy.

Nedene Martin reported the committee met to review the annual requests from the social service organizations and are ready for Town Meeting Day.  Nedene also recommends some youth related organizations move their requests to the school budget since they are directly related to young people and there can be an overall tax benefit to the taxpayer in the form of rebates.  This will be discussed further at Town Meeting.

Heather Shouldice reported Bob Cleary is not interested in continuing on the EMFD Facilities Steering Committee.  Another representative will be appointed.  

Dot Naylor discussed abandoned vehicles in the Town right-of-way.

The Selectboard briefly discussed the DRB Preliminary hearing for the Sayers/Duke project in East Calais and clearing 30-feet for power lines.  The condition of Batten Road was brought up at that hearing and according to Dot Naylor, Zoning Administrator, the DRB would talk to Don Singleton about the condition of the road.
