Actions:

Approval of the September 29th Meeting Minutes – The Selectboard reviewed the minutes and made three changes.  Denise Wheeler made a motion to approve the minutes as corrected.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 4-0.


Conservation Commission Pilot Trail Project Appointments – As approved at the last Selectboard meeting, the Town now has a pilot trail project and is seeking volunteers to serve on the Trails Committee.  Reed Cherington came forward with the following names to serve on the committee: Erlene Leonard, Charlotte Hanna, Gail Graham, Toni Kaeding (Worcester resident and Calais landowner) and himself.  Reed would like to add as many as four more people.  Denise Wheeler made a motion to appoint the above named to the Trails Committee with Reed Cherington as the interim Chair until the group meets and appoints a Chair.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 4-0.


Calais Energy Task Force – at the last meeting, the Selectboard appointed Paul Scheckel, Bill Davis, Jeff Rubin and Dillon Teachout with Denise Wheeler as Selectboard Liaison to the Calais Energy Task Force.  Denise Wheeler made a motion to also appoint Paul Ohlson to the Task Force.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 4-0.  Denise Wheeler reported the first meeting would be held on Thursday, October 16, 2008 at 7:00pm at the Calais Town Hall.


Curb Cut Access Permit Application – The Selectboard reviewed an application from Tim Howe on East Hill Road to change an existing driveway from agricultural use to residential use for a primitive camp.  Cy Lamberton made a motion to approve the application with conditions or restrictions as deemed appropriate by the Road Commissioner.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 4-0.

Resignations and Reappointment Efforts – The Selectboard is still looking to fill the vacancies on the Historic Preservation Commission (term expires 2009) and on the Conservation Commission (term expires 2011).  If interested in serving the Town on either commission, please contact any Selectboard member.

Various Brief Updates

· Curtis Pond Dam – John Brabant mailed the bathymetric map (underwater topo map) of Curtis Pond to Morris Root Engineering.  Alan Quackenbush requested more information from Morris Root therefore John was able to provide a copy of this map.
· Batten Road unpaid bill to Knight’s Engineering – John Brabant has left messages for Steve Duke, who is responsible for paying this debt, and has not received any calls in return.
· Town road run-off mitigation – Cy Lamberton gave Don Singleton some information on Better Back Roads Grant from the State to do some work on #10 Pond Road to mitigate erosion concerns John Fowler raised.
Update on Zoning Violations, Appeals, etc. – The Selectboard has not heard anything in the penalty appeal case re: Barbara Noordsij.  In the McCullough Crushing, Inc. case, which is in the Act 250 process, the Town received a legal memo discussing whether the noise test of one minute or one second was correct.  In addition, 47 pages of letters from individual neighbors opposing the project were submitted to the Act 250 Commission.

Other Business

· Cy Lamberton has not found any agreement regarding maintenance of TH 64 that Pat Malone referred to in his letter to the Town after Pat Malone paved part of the town road.  Paul Hannan will write a letter to Pat Malone asking to produce a copy of the document.
· The East Montpelier Fire Department will meet with the District 6 Emergency Medical Services Board on November 11th or 12th to present the case for forming a new ambulance service to serve Calais and East Montpelier.  EMFD would like a member of the Selectboard present at this meeting.
