Approval of March 30th Meeting Minutes – The Selectboard made some changes to the minutes as presented.  Denise Wheeler made a motion to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 4-0-1.  Cy Lamberton abstained from the vote.


Approval of April 13th Meeting Minutes – The Selectboard made some changes to the minutes as presented.  Scott Bassage made a motion to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


Town Invoices and Road Commissioner’s Orders of the Day- The Selectboard reviewed and processed the invoices and orders of the day as per usual protocol.


Zoning Violations, Appeals, Litigation, etc. – Denise Wheeler made a motion to go into Executive Session with the Zoning Administrator and Paul Hannan (and daughter Addie), at 7:17pm in accordance with 1 V.S.A. subsection 313 (a) (1) for the purpose of discussing ongoing legal enforcement issues, zoning violations, appeals, etc.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.  Denise Wheeler made a motion to resume regular session at 7:40pm.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.  Anne Winchester had nothing publicly to report.


Appointments for Town Offices, Boards and Commissions - The Selectboard interviewed Nedene Martin, Steve Duke, Carol Beatty and Peter Brough who are interested in serving the town.  Denise Wheeler made a motion to go into Executive Session at 8:12pm for the purpose of discussing appointments.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.  Denise Wheeler made a motion to resume regular session at 8:20pm.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.  Denise Wheeler made a motion to appoint the following townspeople to the respective positions below to serve with term as noted:

Development Review Board:
Nedene Martin to serve the unexpired term of Sharon Fannon, expires 2010

Planning Commission: Melanie Kehne, Gary Root each to serve four-year terms, expires 2013

Carol Beatty unexpired term of Jeremy Weiss, expires 2011

Peter Brough unexpired term of Scott Bassage, expires 2011

Historic Preservation Commission: Kim Raine, Susan Weber and Syver Rogstad each to serve three-year terms, expires 2012.  Three vacancies remain.

Conservation Commission: Phil Tonks to serve four-year term, expires 2013.  Denise Wheeler will check with Candice Shaffer regarding her status on this commission.  Three vacancies remain.

The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.  Denise Wheeler agreed to call the respective Chairs to discuss filling remaining vacancies.


Vehicles Damaging Leonard Road, Class 4 Road – Gail Graham came before the Selectboard this evening to discuss Leonard Road, a Class 4 Road that is adjacent to her property.  Last summer she informed the Selectboard what has been going on, specifically “mudding vehicles” using that road and the damage to it.  The Selectboard then asked Gail to keep them abreast of the situation and with spring here, Gail anticipates the “mudders” will be back soon.  Gail noted what the Selectboard discussed last summer was making it a pent road, giving it up or making it a legal trail.  The Selectboard decided to have a site visit on Saturday, May 9th at 9:00am with Don Singleton, Road Commissioner, to better understand the situation and come up with solutions.


Various Updates

· Worker’s compensation for East Calais Fire District – Anne Winchester spoke to VLCT and the League recommends the Fire District get its own policy instead of being on the town policy.  Anne will follow up with Alfred Larrabee directly.

· Roadside Mowing – Annually this is put out to bid and in most recent years, one Calais resident bids the job and has been awarded the contract to mow all the roadsides.  Cy Lamberton made a motion to authorize Don Singleton, Road Commissioner, to use any process to hire someone for roadside mowing for the 2009 season.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.

· Calais Ancient Roads Team – Denise Wheeler and Marge Garfield provided the update.  The Field Search Team training had eight attendees.  A glossary of terms, map with anomalous spurs, revised timeline and a copy of Act 178 were distributed.  The brochure from Conrad Smith has not been received yet.

· EMFD Emergency Services Facility – Denise Wheeler attended the weekly Building Committee meeting last week in Scott Bassage’s absence.  E.M. Selectboard suggested using Paul Giuliani, Esq. jointly with Calais Selectboard for the purchase and sales agreement with WEC for the property.  E.M. Selectboard suggested appointing John Audy as owner’s representative as recommended by John Connor, Construction Manager.  E.M. Selectboard approved a bridge loan for $200,000.00 since the bond funds will not be available until July.  Anne Winchester and Rob Chickering discussed the agenda for a joint Selectboard meeting as follows:

· Approve Lamberton Electric as electrical contractor for the project

· Approve roles of the owner’s representative and building committee

· Permitting: easement for septic, ANR, AOT, water supply allocation, ? drill well

· Approve Matt Chase as sprinkler system contractor

· Discuss process for choosing subcontractors and selecting bids

· 2nd floor options

Toby Talbot noted the intent of the Building Committee is to have value added for local contractors during the bid award process.  Anne Winchester made the point this meeting is a time for the two Selectboards to work together, not an open, public meeting; there will be time at the end of the meeting to ask questions she noted.


Other Business

· Rose Pelchuck inquired about printing final copies of the recently adopted Town Plan for members of the Selectboard, Planning Commission, Zoning Administrator, Town Clerk and Town Office.  The Selectboard approved of this expenditure from Planning Commission funds in the budget.  The DRB should also receive copies.
· A joint meeting of the Calais and East Montpelier Selectboards will be held Wednesday, April 29, 2009 at 7:00pm at the East Montpelier Town Office to discuss the roles and responsibilities of the parties involved in construction and renovation of the new fire station in East Montpelier village and how the towns will work together as the construction progresses.
· Beginning with the May 11th meeting, the Selectboard will meet at the Town Hall in Gospel Hollow through October.
