Actions:

Approval of the June 13th Meeting Minutes – Paul Hannan made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 4-0-1.  Heather Shouldice abstained from the vote since she did not attend this meeting.


Approval of the June 27th Meeting Minutes – tabled until the next meeting.


Road Commissioner Discussion re: Employee Raises – Paul Hannan made a motion to go into Executive Session to discuss personnel matters, including pay raises for the town employees, with the Road Commissioner.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.  Nedene Martin made a motion to come back into Regular Session.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.  Cy Lamberton made a motion to approve a two percent (2%) increase in the town’s contribution to each town employee’s retirement plan, from 4.2% to 6.2% contribution and a three percent (3%) raise in hourly rate of pay for a total increase of five percent (5%).  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0


Sewer Application Fees – Toby Talbot reported the current fee is $25.00 for the application fee and inspection.  Toby described the scope and details of the Sewerage Officer position, for which he does not get compensated.  In 2007, the State takes over this oversight and our Sewerage Ordinance becomes moot.  Toby recommends no charge for a minor permit and a $25.00 fee for a construction and disposal use permit.  The recording fees from the Town Clerk are separate and above this fee.  Cy Lamberton made a motion to set the sewerage application fee at $25.00 for the construction and disposal use, with no fee for a minor permit, with recording fees separate and above this fee.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 4-0-1.  Paul Hannan abstained from the vote.  Paul Hannan made a motion to compensate Toby Talbot each sewerage permit fee of $25.00 collected, not the recording fee.  The motion was seconded, voted on and carried 5-0.


Other Business – Nedene Martin reported the Calais Broadband Committee is progressing per a recent conversation she had with Scott Bassage.  Scott will come in soon to update the Selectboard when he has more to report.  Rose Pelchuck, Secretary for the Adamant Community Club, inquired if the Community Club might be able to get insurance through the League of Cities & Towns since it is a town owned building.  The Selectboard agreed to give Rose the authority to inquire directly to the League.  Paul Hannan provided a document to review titled “Protect Curtis Pond” from Bob Belisle.  It is a pledge to protect that body of water.
